Landscaping work falls under the existing classifications for laborer,
operating enyineer and truck driver. The work performed by
landscap= plantsman and landscape laborer is coversd by the existing
classification of laborer. The work performed by landscaps operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is coversd by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.
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
