SECTION 4: TERM OF THE CONTRACT: The CONTRACTOR shall commence the WORK of
this Contract upon receipt of @ Notice to Proceed and shall complete performance of the WORK of
this Contract by December 31, 2019, (hereinofter referred to as the “CONTRACT TIME”). Failure to
meet the CONTRACT TIME shall be considered an occasion of default under the CONTRACT
DOCUMENTS. The CONTRACT TIME shall nct be increased without the express written consent of
the VILLAGE. Final poyment shall be made by the VILLAGE upon inspection of the WORK,
completion of any punch list items and after receipt of final release ond waiver of liens in cccordance
with the requirements of the CONTRACT DOCUMENTS. This Controct may be terminated by the
VILLAGE for convenience or by either of the PARTIES for default in the performance of the duties of the
PARTIES as described in the CONTRACT DOCUMENTS upon thirty (30) day’s written notice provided
os required herein.

SECTION 5: INDEMNIFICATION AND [NSURANCE: The CONTRACTOR shall indemnity,
defend and hold harmless the VILLAGE, its trustees, officers, directors, agents, employees and
representatives and assigns, from lawsuits, actions, cests {including attorneys' fees), cloims or liability
of any character, incurred due to the alleged negligence of the CONTRACTOR, brought because of
any injuries or damages received or sustained by any person, persons or property on account of any
act or omission, neglect or misconduct of said CONTRACTOR, its officers, agents and/or employees
arising out of, or in performance of any of the provisions of the CONTRACT DOCUMENTS, including
any claims or amounis recovered for any infringements of patent, trademark or copyright; or from any
claims or amounts arising or recovered under the "Workers Compensation Act' or any other law,
ordinance, order or decree. In connection with any such claims, lowsuits, actions or liabilities, the
VILLAGE, its trustees, officers, directors, ogents, employees, representatives and their assigns shall
have the right to defense counsel of their choice. The CONTRACTOR shall be solely licble for all
costs of such defense and for oll expenses, fees, judgments, settlements and all other costs arising out
of such claims, lawsuits, actions or liabilities.

The Contractor shall not make any settlement or compromise of a lawsuit or claim, or fail to
pursue any cvailoble avenue of appeal of any adverse judgment, without the approval of the Village
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and any other indemnified party. The Villoge or any other indemnified party, in its or their sole
discretion, shall have the option of being represented by its or their own counsel. If this option is
exercised, then the Contractor shall promptly reimburse the Village or other indemnified party, upon
written demand, for any expenses, including but not limited to court costs, reasonable cttorneys' and
witnesses’ fees and other expenses of litigation incurred by the Villoge or other indemnified party in
connection therewith.

The indemnification obligation under this paragraph shall not be limited in any woy by any
limitations on the amount or type of damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the benefit
of Subcontractor or any indemnities under any Worker’s Compensation Act, Occupational Disease
Act, Disability Benefits Act, or any other employee benefits act. The Subcontractor further agrees to
waive any and all liability limitctions based upon the Worker's Compensation Act court interpretations
or otherwise.

Execution of this Contract by the VILLAGE is contingent upon receipt of Insurance Certificates
provided by the CONTRACTOR in compliance with the CONTRACT DOCUMENTS.

Upon request of the CONTRACTOR the VILLAGE sholl furnish, with reasonable promptness,
information necessary for the performance of the WORK of the CONTRACT including, where
needed, lond surveys showing boundaries, topogrophy, the location of utilities and o legal
description of the site where the WORK is 1o be performed.

The VILLAGE shall furnish access to its buildings ond the site of the WORK as is necessary for
the performance of the WORK ond shall provide, ot its own expense, as needed, temporary or
permanent easements, zoning and other requirements including removal of encumbrances on
the land needed 1o permit performance of the WORK.

The VILLAGE shall have the right to stop the WORK by a wrilen order should the
CONTRACTOR fail 1o correct Work not in accordance with the Controct Documents which wili

remain in effect until the WORK is correded without giving rise to any duly on the port of the
VILLAGE to stop the WORK for the benefit of the CONTRACTOR or any other entity.

The VILLAGE may, if the CONTRACTCR does not correct Work to moke it conform to the
Conirad Documents, or cure o defoult, with reasonoble prompiness after receiving o written
notice from the VILLAGE, correct the defoult itself ond deduct the reasonable cost of the
correction or cure from the amounts owed 1o the CONTRACTCR.

The CONTRACTOR shall perform the WORK in accordance with the Contract Documents.

correct them with recsonoble promptness after receiving notice of soid deficiencies from the
VILLAGE. All monufodiurers’ guorantees ond warranties sholl be delivered 1o the VILLAGE prior
to the issuance of final payment.

Contractor shall work expeditiously to complete the WORK by the agreed upon dote ond,
where necessory to accomplish that goal, sholl work overtime without edditional compensation.

Controctor shall seek, obtain and pay for oll required building permits, licenses, and
governmental inspections of the WORK.

CONTRACTOR shall comply with all locel, state and federal statutes, ordinances, codes, rules,
ond regulations governing the performance of the CONTRACTOR for the completion of the
WORK, including but not limited to all of the opplicable provisions of the Illinois Prevailing
Wage Act (820 ILCS 130/1 ef seq.) and the lllinois Human Rights Act (775 ILCS 5/1-01 et
seq.) The CONTRACTOR sholl obtain and preserve per the terms of the Document Retention
Laws of the State of Illinois, certified payroll records for oll work performed to complete the
WORK, including that work performed by all those contractors subordinate to the
CONTRACTOR or Subcentractor.

3.3 Each participating CONTRACTOR and Subconiractor shall submit @ monthly cerified payroll 1o the
VILLAGE consisting of the requirements os referenced above in Section 1.2.7.1.

3.4 Upon satisfaction of the terms and conditions of the CONTRACT, the CONTRACTOR agrees to provide
the VILLAGE with a final releose ond waiver of all liens covering all of the WORK performed under the
CONTRACT relotive to the project prior to issuance of final poyment. Said final waiver of lien shall
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identify and state that olf Subconiractors have been paid in full and there are no contract balances
outstanding ond owed to any Subcontractor.
