COCK COUNTY

TRUCK DRIVERS (WEST) - That part of the county West of Barrington
Road.

The following list is considered as those days for which heliday rates
of wages for work performed apply: New Years Day, Memorial/Decoration
Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day,
Christmas Day. Generally, any of these holidays which fall on a Sunday
is celebrated on the following Monday. This then makes work
performed on that Monday payable at the appropriate overtime rate for
heliday pay. Common practice in a given local may alter certain days
of celebraticn such as the day after Thanksgiving for Veterans Day.
If in doubt, pleage check with IDOL.

EXPLANATION OF CLASSES

ASBESTCS - GENERBL - removal of asbestos material/mold and hazardous
materials from any place in a building, including mechanical systems
where those mechanical systems are to be removed. This includes the
removal of asbestos materials/mold and hazardous materials from
ductwerk or pipes in a building when the building is to be demolished
at the time or at some close future date.

ASBESTOS - MECHANICAL - removal of asbestos material from mechanical
systems, such as pipes, ducts, and boilers, where the mechanical
systems are to remain.

CERAMIC TILE FINISHER

The grouting, cleaning, and polishing of all c¢lasseg of tile, whether
for interior or exterior purposes, all burned, glazed or unglazed
products; all compositicon materials, granite tiles, warning detectable
tiles, cement tiles, epoxy cowposite materials, pavers, glass,
mosaics, fiberglass, and all substitute materialg, for tile made in
tile-like units; all mixtures in tile like form of cement, metals, and
cther materials that are for and intended for use as a finished floor
surface, stair treads, promenade roofs, walks, walls, ceilings,
swimming pools, and all other places where tile ia to form a finished
interior or exterior.

used in preparing floors to receive tile. The clean up and removal of
all waste and materials. 2ll demolition of existing tile flcors and
walls to be re-tiled.

COMMUNICATIONS ELECTRICIAN - Installation, operation, inspecticon,
maintenance, repair and service of radio, television, recording, voice
sound vision production and reproduction, telephone and telephone
interconnect, facsimile, data apparatus, coaxial, fibre optic and
wirelegs eguipment, appliances and systems used for the transmission
and reception of signals of any nature, business, domestic,
commercial, education, entertainment, and residential purposes,
including but not limited to, communication and telephone, electronic
and sound equipment, fibre optic and data communication systems, and
the performance of any task directly related to such installation or
service whether at new or existing sites, such tasks to include the

LANDSCAPING

Landscaping work falls under the existing clasgifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by

landscape plantsman and landscape laborer is covered by the existing
clasgssification o©f laborer. The work performed by landscape operators
{regardless of sguipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the clagsifications of truck driver.
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
